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POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS
We, the members of DACA-mented Voices in Healthcare, ask our elected officials, health administrators and policy makers, health care workers (in all capacities) and Tucson’s civic community to:

1. Ensure equal representation at the County & City levels in the development of health policy reform – we request a seat at the “decision” table to co-create policies that directly impact our community. 
a. Create a County & City DACAmented Health Youth Task Force for development of all policies that impact our health.
2. Create tailored and inclusive services for UndocuQueer and Transgender individuals in community health and mental health programs.

3. Ensure that everyone has access to primary care and mental health services regardless of immigration status, socioeconomic status, race, gender, sexual orientation and identity. Preventative services minimizes the need for urgent care services in our community. 
a. Increase funding for expansion of safety net progams, critical health resources, in our community. 

b. Increase funding for expansion of mental health services in our community.
4. Increase the existence of a health care workforce that reflect the population served.  
a. Create paid job opportunities for local DACAmented youth in the community to outreach to immigrant families in the provision of healthcare information and resources.

b. Increase educational opportunities for bilingual and bicultural individuals in our community in primary healthcare fields and mental health fields.

c. Increase job opportunities of primary healthcare providers, including mental health clinicians, that are bilingual and bicultural to better serve our community.

5. In brief we ask that you acknowledge that all “persons” within the United States are entitled to health care as a basic human right.  Recognize our humanity.
